6.3 National, Ladies & Junior Championships Update
Entry numbers should be returned by 31 December and qualifiers by 25 January 2020. 
In the ladies triples very few ladies took the option of playing with someone from another club. S Kyne stated that the Ladies Triples was an economic loser apart from Cork Zone. D McCullough suggested that perhaps it should be regionalised but G O’Hare thought the ladies would not travel to another zone. The Competitions Secretary proposed and the President seconded that the Ladies Triples be discontinued for one season. All in agreement.
6.4 Club Championship Report
Only 15 teams entered the 3 rink Championship with Steelweld beating Wellington in the final. The 2 rink competition attracted 35 teams with Clougherney beating First Ahoghill in the final. S Kyne suggested that Mid Ulster may donate a shield for the winners of the 2 rink competition.
7 Child Protection Update

S Kyne said Dublin had returned forms as they expected them to be filled in by Chris Mulholland. S Kyne signed off documentation to Access NI but Access NI required a photocopy of what he had signed off. In the Junior Competitions in Shaws Bridge no one can go onto the mat unless they are vetted. W Clinghan asked does the £10 have to be paid. S Kyne confirmed that the £10 was to cover administration costs.
8 British Isles Championship Report 
Team Manager G O’Hare stated that after getting off to a good start the International team lost to Wales but won the rest of their matches to win on shot difference. The A Series team also played very well winning all their games. In the individual competitions Ireland was successful in 5 events. G O’Hare thanked the officers for their help. The Chairman was disappointed that more of the Officers did not travel with the party. The Secretary explained that because of personal circumstances he had to fly to Aberdeen but assured the meeting that any extra cost involved was incurred by him and not the IIBA.

i) Fees – H Nixon

The Treasurer would like the affiliation fees collected at Zone level with one cheque transfer to him. Some Conveners were not happy with this idea. Mrs R Rice pointed out that in her Zone all monetary transactions have a fee and she would not be prepared to inflict this added expense to the Zone. S Kyne suggested that perhaps Bank Transfer could be used.
G O’Hare proposed and Mrs R Neilly seconded that the affiliation fee should be paid by 1 October rather than 1 November. Some Conveners expressed concern that some of their clubs are only opening then. E Irwin proposed and I Kerr seconded that the date should remain at 1 November. A vote was taken and the outcome was a 7-5 majority that the date would remain at 1 November.

S Kyne stated that some Zones are finding it difficult to field 24 players. He suggested that an option would be to reduce the team to 4 rinks or 6 triples and perhaps playing the earlier rounds in Shaws Bridge. G O’Hare thought that this would need to be looked at over the next year or two and that Zones should be asked about their thoughts on this.
